1. A veteran can still work and
receive disability.

2. VA compensation for a current
condition or disability that is
related to the period of active
military service.

3. The disability does not have to
be combat related.

4. Income or assets do not affect

payment of compensation benefits.
5.There are certain presumptive
service connected disabilities,, and
the presumed conditions are based
on groups already identified such
as POW, Agent Orange, Atomic
Testing, and Gulf War Veterans.
6.That your current condition was
caused or aggravated while on
Active Duty.

7. Current condition that began
years after discharged, was caused
by exposure while on Active Duty.
So help yourself and get with me,

let’s look at your service and
medical jacket and see if there is
something that might have been
overlooked or not recognized as
service related. All it takes is a
little time, what have
you got to lose.
